At the time of the merger, the organizations had a combinednistaver 40 years of
service to Detroit-area kids and families. Their work had incliubdeduccessful $1.2M

eastern riverfront (pictured at left), and operation
of one of the largest youth tackle football leagues
in the nation. Their history also included
numerous awards, including the Manhattan
Institute’s  Social Entrepreneurship Award,
designation byCrain’s Detroit Businessas a
Best-Managed Nonprofit, and recognition by the
nation’s First Lady and Michigan’s First
Gentleman.

The merger of these two organizations w
designed to accomplish one goal: to serve more
kids through better programs.

Athletic Leagues

Think Detroit PAL operates some of the larges
youth sports leagues in the nation. 11,000 childre
annually participate in seasonal leagues in 1
different sports, for all age groups and skill levels.
Leagues are currently offered in: baseball, softbal
basketball, track & field, volleyball, golf, tennis,




flag football, tackle football, cheerleading, soccer and hockey.
